
The 2025 JIFT International Fashion Art Festival and the 29th “Runhua Award”
Fashion Design and Skills Contest Successfully Concluded

On October 25, the six-day 2025 JIFT International Fashion Art Festival and the 29th
“Runhua Award” Fashion Design and Skills Contest for Undergraduates along the Belt
and Road Countries concluded successfully at the Nixiang Palace of Jiangxi Institute
of Fashion Technology (JIFT). Hosted by the China Fashion Association and Jiangxi
Institute of Fashion Technology (JIFT), the event has evolved over 28 years from the
“Jiangfu Cup” into an international festival, attracting leading institutions from China
and abroad and providing a platform to showcase achievements in fashion
education.

2025 “Runhua Award” Contest Theme: “和” (Harmony)

The Chinese character “ 和 ” (literally meaning harmony) embodies peace,
coordination, understanding, and collaboration. It emphasizes “harmony despite
diversity,” symbolizes the harmonious coexistence of all beings, and reflects the Belt
and Road initiative’s vision of building a “community of shared future for mankind.”
The theme encourages undergraduates to draw inspiration from the spirit of
harmony and present diverse design philosophies on a shared global runway.

Participants and International Reach

This year’s contest brought together emerging design talents from over 60 domestic
universities and more than 30 institutions across 14 countries. Ten international
finalists were selected from Malaysia, Japan, Mongolia, France, Italy, Spain, Hungary,
and the United Kingdom, highlighting the event’s expanding global reach.

The judges included leading figures from top universities, fashion associations, and
international brands, such as Prof. Li Dangqi (Tsinghua University), Prof. Chen Jianhui
(Donghua University), Wu Xuekai and Wang Yutao (China Fashion Designers
